A Brief Guide 

How to Register Your Chinook with AKC

The procedure for AKC registration isn't hard, but their website can be difficult to navigate. If you run into any issues, please feel free to contact me at the email address listed below: 

Paperwork:

1. AKC Foundation Stock Service  Application: http://www.akc.org/pdfs/ADFSS1.pdf 

2. AKC Foundation Stock Service (FSS) application properly filled out and signed. If you co-own your dog, both owners' signatures will be needed. 

3. An 8.5" x 11" copy of the Chinook's UKC Registration certificate and the three generation pedigree that accompanies the registration certificate. This is the either front and back of one paper or it may be two pages, depending on how UKC sent your paperwork. The certificate is  separate from the pedigree. The common mistake is to copy only one side or just send in either the certificate or the pedigree and then have to send the other part (certificate or pedigree) later and that will hold slow down the registration process. All ancestors in your dog's pedigree must show UKC numbers. 

4. Two (2) 3"x 5" close-up color photographs of the Chinook in a standing position: one front view and one side view, with the Chinook's name and UKC registration number written on the back of each photograph. These can be on one piece of paper, printed from your computer - they don't have to be actual photos just good representations of your dog. Put the dog's name and UKC registration at the bottom of each picture on the page.

5. Don't forget to submit a check/credit card number for the registration
